The AHA annual meeting was held
during the American Royal in Kansas City on
Saturday, Oct. 29. Usually the annual meeting
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is held on Monday after the Hereford show, but
this year it was changed to Saturday. There
were also informational meetings held on
Friday afternoon. Estrus cycling was discussed
and the presenter had an interesting
presentation. Genomic technology was also
discussed. This te chnology is used for
development of genetic e valuation tools. It is
very complicated and too in -depth to
understand in just one meeting.

During the annual meeting, we were
told that bull sales  for production sale averages
were up $7 00 and heifer sales were up $500
from previous years. Also, Hereford semen
sales were up 17% c ompared to beef industry
semen sales increases of 3%. Since 2003 A.l.
registrations are up 34.1% and embryo
transfers up 77%.

The voting delegate s elected three
members to the AHA board at
meeting. Those elected included our lowa
candidate, David Trowbridge. Congratulations
to David! The other two candidates elected
were Fred Larson and Eric Walker.

We, as Hereford breeders, are fortunate
to have AHA staff members working very hard
to help us promote our breed.
